	Lesson 5: At the pet shop

	Learning Outcomes:  Children will:

· say and respond to un chat, un chien, un cochon, un lapin, une tortue, un serpent, un lapin and une souris
· listen to and understand a simple story.

	Intro:

· Revise the words for pets: un chat, un cochon, un lapin, un serpent, un chien, une tortue and une souris using the Animals IWB.  
· In the first two pages the children have to guess what animal is peeping out behind the white square and then the square can be dragged away to reveal the correct animal.  On page 3 children can come to the drag the word to match the animal. 

Teaching and Learning activites:

· Introduce the ‘Au magasin des animaux’ story using the Au magasin des animaux PowerPoint.  This tells the story of Pierre, who is going to buy a pet at the pet shop.  All the animals in the story are those that the children know. There will be some new language but they are either cognates (words that are similar to English) or the children can guess from the context.  The story has the voices recorded, and if desired, the children can repeat the phrases in the story, especially the high frequency phrases.  
· Children can use pg 7 of the Workbook and add their own scene from the story.
· Practise ‘Voici un/une’  using the Voici PowerPoint and the Animal Pelmanism Cards from the previous lesson. Children should look/listen to each slide and hold up the correct animal card before the picture is revealed.  The second half contains the sound and picture only and children should hold up the correct word.
Plenary:
Complete the lesson with singing Le vieux MacDonald a une ferme from: www.bbc.co.uk/learningzone/clips/old-macdonald-had-a-farm-in-french/11939.html 


	More able children will understand the concept of gender and use ‘un’ or ‘une’ confidently in the pelmanism game.

Some children will feel confident to repeat the phrases in the story (all childen should aim to repeat the high frequency phrases such as ‘il refuse’.) 
The story provides support with both the written and spoken word as a model.

An extension activity: children could continue the story using the model with different animals and adjectives.

	*All understand the seven words for French animals.
*All can say 4 words for animals with ‘voici’.
*Most can say 4 words for animals with ‘voici’ and the correct gender.

*Some can say 7 words for animals with ‘voici’ and the correct gender.

Prepare video links 
Ensure you have a full set of Animal pelmanism cards from last lesson.
The English translation of the Pet shop story can be found in the teacher’s transcript.
	When you take the register this week ask children to say an animal in French and do the action (they cannot say the same as the person before them).

	Ask children to find out the word in French for five other animals (possibly including their ideal pet) and to bring them to the next lesson.   They can fill this in on pg 8 of the workbook.


	Children can practise the words for animals using the iPad/ smartphone app.



	Teaching tips:
Storytelling in French: it does not matter that the children do not understand every word.  Try not to disrupt the flow of the story by discussing the meaning of every word.  Let the children enjoy the story and work out the meaning from the pictures and context.
