
Differentiation in MFL





Reduce the need for differentiation by:


Modelling and controlled use of TL


Maximising engagement





In whole class activities consciously choose conscripts or volunteers





Accommodate different learning preferences & support needs





Differentiate by task / outcome / time & resources allowed





Make explicit use of peer assessment  / peer tutoring / peer mentoring





Vary TL questions to individual pupils:


Open vs closed questions





Use colour coding for marking, Ask pupils to analyse individual errors and re-draft. Vary support as necessary


 





Differentiate   feedback, & set individual tasks / targets





Use group / pair work so that peers can support each other





Integrate LSA and FLA into your classes.








Vary TL to individual pupils:


Complexity


Pace 


Length of utterance





Buddy up students who can help each other.  (eg one who can spell and one who can’t so well.)  The helper may need training.
















































































































































































































































































































































































 can help each other.  E.g. one who can write and one who can’t.


(TheBuddy needs some training)





Differentiate resources: e.g. use texts / questions of different depth, breadth, complexity





Differentiate resources: eg use texts of different depth, breadth, and difficulty





Set open tasks: stronger students interpret these in a more demanding way. Expect more from the more able students.





Graduate tasks from easy to hard.


Use MFL Bloom’s Taxonomy.





Vary response to pupil TL


Single word


Sentence


Follow-up comment / questions 





Use self-assessment and ask students to set themselves targets 





Set different tasks.
